In both versions of access don’t add any tables, and, by right-clicking on the top bar of the query window, open up SQL view. Then type in the following query.

· List employees without supervisor

· List names of employees that have dependent children.
· Which employees work for a project located in Houston?
· Which employees work for projects controlled by the research department?
· List all the projects on which somebody works at least 20 hours.
