Download the company database from the class web-page at

and start it up by clicking on it. In Access go to the Create menu and click on Query Design. Don’t add any tables, and, by right-clicking on the top bar of the query window, open up SQL view. Then type in the following query. 


SELECT *


FROM employe, dependent

            WHERE sex = “M” OR employee.bdate < dependent.bdate

The query is supposed to list employees that have dependents that are older than they are. To see the result of running a query, switch to Datasheet view (select by right-clicking on top bar) or click the red exclamation mark. There are several errors in the query. Find and fix all of them (there are at least 6 errors in this query, not all of them syntactical).

[More challenging queries]

· List employees working on one of the ProductX, ProductY, ProductZ projects.

· List employees (name, SSN) and projects (name) they work on, and how many hours they work on the projects.

· List employees without supervisor

· List names of employees that are older than 65. (Don’t hardcode the current date.)

· Which employees were less than 40 when they started managing a department?

· List names of employees that have dependent children.

· Which employees work for a project located in Houston?

· Which employees work for projects controlled by the research department?

· List all the projects on which somebody works at least 20 hours.
